Since the conflict in Yemen escalated, the national economy has witnessed serious 

trends that have resulted in a parallel economy managed by the Houthis through 

secret financial networks that enable them to fund their military operations and 

strengthen their economic and political influence. In light of this reality, the Platform 

for Tracking Organized Crime and Money Laundering in Yemen (P.T.O.C) continues its 

relentless efforts to document these illegal activities, aiming to provide a clear picture 

of the methods the group relies on to build its secret financial system, which seeks to 

undermine the official economy of the state and replace it with an economy entirely 

under their control.

Since their takeover of the capital, Sanaa, in 2014, the Houthis have worked to reshape 

Yemen's economic landscape in their favor, using various tools to impose their control 

over vital sectors. They have adopted a strategy of replacing national capital with 

financial networks managed by loyal individuals and entities, thereby tightening 

their grip on cash flows and controlling markets. The Houthis have taken control of 

companies owned by their political opponents or non-loyal investors through various 

means, including direct confiscation, imposing financial and administrative oversight, 

or even levying taxes and fees that force capital owners to abandon their businesses in 

favor of entities linked to the group.
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In addition, they have resorted to establishing new companies in various economic 
sectors, registered under the names of loyal individuals or those close to their leaders, 
to circumvent international sanctions and restrictions imposed on entities associated 
with them. These companies operate in vital fields such as banking, trade, import and 
export, real estate, and energy, benefiting from the lack of government oversight due 
to the war. The banking sector has been one of the most prominent areas the Houthis 
have relied on to strengthen their shadow economy, creating a network of banking 
companies and exchange offices that operate outside the scope of official financial 
oversight, enabling them to carry out large-scale money laundering operations and 
transfer funds domestically and internationally away from the eyes of regulatory 
authorities.

The Houthis have also exploited the pharmaceutical sector in particular, by establishing 
import and distribution companies affiliated with them, in addition to imposing 
restrictions on competing companies, allowing them to achieve huge profits through 
monopolization and price hikes. The group has also controlled customs ports and outlets 
in areas under their influence, imposing illegal taxes and fees on imports, which has 
provided them with a significant source of income, in addition to using these outlets 
to facilitate the smuggling of funds and goods, including weapons and equipment that 
support their war effort.

In light of this reality, the (P.T.O.C) has taken on the responsibility of documenting and 

exposing the details of this shadow economy by collecting and analyzing data related 

to the companies and financial entities affiliated with the Houthis. The platform relies 

on multiple sources, including leaked documents, banking reports, and information 

from reliable sources within the financial sector, to uncover the illegal activities taking 

place behind the scenes. This series of reports is based on verified data and in-depth 

investigations, revealing the extent of the manipulation the group is carrying out in 

the national economy, replacing national capital with financial networks under their 

influence.

This report comes as a new chapter in the series of meticulous tracking of these activities, 

presenting an updated list of 200 companies operating within this parallel economy. 

The list reveals the extent of the group's infiltration into the national economy and their 

ability to divert resources for their benefit at the expense of the suffering of citizens. 

The aim of publishing this information is to raise public awareness of the dangers of 

the Houthis' shadow economy and expose the mechanisms they rely on for money 

laundering and financing their activities, striving to achieve financial transparency and 

protect the Yemeni economy from further collapse.
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In a move that sparked widespread debate within economic circles, the Houthi group 

took control of Yemen's telecommunications sector through a complex network of 

financial operations and secret expenditures led by a number of individuals associated 

with the group's judicial guardian. This step is part of a systematic strategy to enhance 

their funding sources by indirectly acquiring major companies under a legal cover.

Ibrahim Mohsen Ali Al-Najjar, whose real name is Ibrahim Mohsen Al-Suwaidi, played 

a pivotal role in this process. He was one of the key figures tasked with negotiating the 

exit of MTN from Yemen. As a representative of what is known as the Shibam Holding 

Company, which acts as an investment arm of the Houthi group, Al-Suwaidi, through 

a series of measures including imposing heavy taxes, raising customs duties, and 

operational licenses, pressured MTN to seek a safe exit from the Yemeni market.

The Houthis' goal was not only to force the company to leave but also to ensure the 

transfer of its ownership to entities affiliated with them in a way that does not raise 

suspicions. This is where Al-Suwaidi's role came into play, coordinating the transfer of 

MTN's ownership to another company under an investment cover, while maintaining 

the militia's actual control over the sector.

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After the deal was completed, the company's name was changed from MTN to (YOU) in 

an attempt to give it a new appearance that hides its direct connection to the militia. 

However, the arrangements revealed that (YOU) is fully managed by individuals linked 

to the Houthi group, with the company's ownership distributed among several entities, 

including:

  ■ Shibam Holding Company, managed by Abdullah Al-Sha'er, the brother of the 
Houthi militia's judicial guardian.	

  ■ The Interior Ministry of the Houthi militia, under the management of Ali Salem 
Al-Saifi.

  ■ Ali Nasser Qarshah, one of the prominent faces of Houthi investment.

  ■ Hassan Mohammed Al-Kaboos, a representative of the private sector.

These arrangements ensured that the telecommunications sector remained under the 

control of the group, using it as one of the primary sources of funding their operations 

through the massive commissions they earn from subscribers and digital services.
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Ibrahim Al-Suwaidi's activities did not stop at controlling 
the telecommunications sector but extended to 
external financial operations, including transfers and 
investments in several countries. Reports indicate that 
Al-Suwaidi works closely with a person named Ismail 
Mohammed Abdullah Al-Akwa', a Yemeni with German 
citizenship, where they manage joint investments 
that include a chain of restaurants and a number of 
commercial projects, with frequent financial transfers 
through banking networks and monitors abroad. The 
account number is 19026217 at Sparkasse KölnBonn 
Bank.

After successfully securing the deal for the militias, Ibrahim Al-Suwaidi was 
rewarded by being appointed as the executive director of (YOU) in August 2024, before 
being promoted later to the position of Chairman of the Board of Directors, a move that 
reflects the extent of his influence within the Houthis' financial circles.

Thus, the case of (YOU) represents a clear model of the Houthis' control over vital 
sectors in Yemen, where complex financial and legal tools are used to ensure the flow 
of funds into the group's coffers, away from any oversight or accountability. While 
the group continues to tighten its grip on the Yemeni economy, the citizen remains 
the biggest loser, amid rising prices, declining services, and the diversion of economic 
resources to serve agendas that do not promote stability in the country.
